Sehr geehrte Damen und Herren, liebe Leser,  

 

mit diesem zweiten Newsletter im Jahr 2010 wollen wir Ihnen einen Ü berblick über die 

aktuellen Aktivitäten der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung Korea geben. Der Untergang der südkoreanischen 

Korvette Cheonan und die landesweiten Lokal- und Regionalwahlen in Südkorea sowie die 

jüngsten Personalveränderungen in Nordkorea haben in der Zwischenzeit die politische Landschaft 

in Korea kräftig durcheinandergebracht. Die Spannungen zwischen Nord- und Südkorea haben 

infolge der offensichtlich von Nordkorea durchgeführten Versenkung des Schiffes, bei der 46 

Südkoreaner den Tod fanden, wieder einmal einen traurigen Höhepunkt erreicht. Gerade in diesem 

Jahr jährt sich zum 60. Mal der Ausbruch des Koreakrieges. Umso dankbarer sind wir Deutschen, 

nun schon auf 20 Jahre der friedlichen Wiedervereinigung Deutschlands zurückschauen zu können. 

Wir tun dies u.a. mit einer Posterausstellung, zu der wir Sie herzlich einladen. Im Juni 2010 werden 

wir mit Barbara Stamm, Präsidentin des Landtags des Freistaats Bayern, und Prof. Ursula Männle 

MdL, Vizepräsidentin der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung, zwei hochrangige deutsche Politikerinnen zu 

Gesprächen mit Repräsentanten von Regierung, Parlament und Zivilgesellschaft nach Korea 

einladen. Anlaß ist der 20. Jahrestag der Gründung unserer Partnerorganisation bei der Ausbildung 

von Frauen für die Politik, Center for Korean Women and Politics (CKWP).   

 

Obwohl die Sommerpause erst noch bevorsteht, schauen wir dennoch schon in die zweite 

Jahreshälfte: Vom 1.-3. September 2010 wird in München das AsiaEuropeEnvironmental Forum 

stattfinden, das von der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung zusammen mit der Asia Europe Foundation, dem 

United National Environmental Programme und weiteren Organisationen durchgeführt. Die HSS 

Korea wird dabei einen internationalen Workshop über die Möglichkeit der Erzeugung von 

solarthermischem Strom in der Wüste organisieren, der gerade auch für Nordostasien sehr 

interessant sein kann. Auch unsere Ausbildungsprogramme in Nordkorea und mit Nordkoreanern 

sollen dann fortgesetzt werden, mit Schulungsmaßnahmen im landwirtschaftlichen Bereich in 

Kooperation mit der Rason-Sonderzone in Nordkorea. Nicht nur deshalb hoffen wir, daß die 

Spannungen auf der koreanischen Halbinsel wieder nachlassen und sich neue Möglichkeiten für 

friedliche Kooperation ergeben werden.

Als Unterstützer des Terreco-Projekts zum Agrar- und Ö kosystem im innerkoreanischen 

Grenzgebiet wird die Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung vom 16.-19. Juni 2010 einen Stakeholder-Workshop

Stiftung Korea mit der Gangwon-Provinz. Zu diesem Zweck wurde auch die Partnerschaft des 

Regierungsbezirks Oberfranken (in Bayern an der früheren innerdeutschen Grenze) mit der 

Gangwon-Provinz von der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung initiiert und gefºrdert. Das ĂTerrecoñ-Projektes an 

der Universität Bayreuth, das in Kooperation mit der Gangwon National University (einem Partner 

der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung) durchgeführt wird, hat die Untersuchung des Ö kosystems im Gebiet der 

Sohyang-Wasserscheide in der Gemeinde Haen direkt an der innerkoreanischen Grenze zum Ziel.

2010 Japan-Korea International Forum „The Changing World Order and Japan-Korea 

cooperation” in Tokio durchgeführt 

 

Für die friedliche Entwicklung auf der koreanischen Halbinsel ist eine enge Kooperation mit den 

Nachbarstaaten China und Japan eine wichtige Voraussetzung. Am 26. Mai 2010 fand deshalb im 

japanischen Parlament ein Workshop koreanischer und japanischer Politiker statt, der die 

Kooperation Japans und Koreas in Nordostasien zum Thema hatte und der vom Institute for Peace 

Affairs (IPA) und von der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung mitorganisiert wurde. Themen waren neben den 

aktuellen Entwicklungen in Nordkorea vor allem der Aufstieg Chinas und die Energiekooperation in 

Nordostasien. Auf beiden Seiten nahmen erfahrene Politiker an dem Forum teil, darunter auf 

koreanischer Seite der Präsident des IPA, Kyung-Dae Hyun, der Abgeordnete Woo-Yeo Wang, der 

Vorsitzende des Institute for National Security Strategy, Song-Wook Nam, sowie die 

südkoreanische Sicherheitsbotschafter Joo-Hong Nam teil. Aus Japan nahmen u.a. Koike Yuriko 

teil, ehemalige Verteidigungsministerin, deren Büro das Seminar mit organisiert hat, Masahisa Sato 

(Abgeordneter und früherer hochrangiger Militär) und der ehemalige Verteidigungsminister Gen 

Nakatani. Dr. Bernhard Seliger, Repräsentant der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung, stellte auf dem Workshop 

den Plan für eine nordostasiatische Energiekooperation vor.

Wiedervereinigung“ mit dem koreanischen Wiedervereinigungsminister und Institutsleiter 

Christian Hegemer 

 

Ein hochkarätiges Publikum, bestehend aus koreanischen Politikern, Wissenschaftlern und 

Geschäftsleuten sowie deutschen Amtsträgern hat sich am Dienstag, dem 9. März im Ballsaal des 

Grand Hilton Hotels in Seoul zusammengefunden, um das zwanzigjährige Bestehen der deutschen 

Einheit zu feiern und über die Perspektiven einer koreanischen Wiedervereinigung zu sprechen.  

Nach der Begrüßung durch Kyung-dae Hyun, den Direktor des Institute for Peace Affairs (IPA) und 

einleitenden Worten des Repräsentanten der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung in Korea, Dr. Bernhard Seliger, 

sprachen die koreanischen Abgeordneten Beom-gwan Lee und Young-sun Song über die Bedeutung 

einer aktiven und umfassenden Vorbereitung der Wiedervereinigung auf südkoreanischer Seite und 

die Möglichkeit, aus dem Beispiel der Deutschen Wiedervereinigung zu lernen. In-taek Hyun, der 

koreanische Wiedervereinigungsminister, setzte den Fokus in seiner Rede vor allem auf die 

Wichtigkeit, den Diskurs zwischen den beiden koreanischen Staaten auszubauen sowie die sich 

bietenden Chancen zur Annäherung zu nutzen. Eine Erläuterung der Hintergründe und Folgen der 

Deutschen Wiedervereinigung bot Christian Hegemer, Leiter des Instituts für Internationale 

Begegnung und Zusammenarbeit (IBZ) der Hanns-Seidel-Stiftung, nicht ohne jedoch auch ihre 

Bedeutung für Korea zu erwähnen. Bevor schließlich das festliche Diner begann, traten zudem der 

deutsche Botschafter in Seoul, Dr. Hans-Ulrich Seidt, der auf die Notwendigkeit hinwies, auch 

dritte Staaten wie etwa China in die Ü berlegungen zur Wiedervereinigung mit einzubeziehen, sowie 

Jin Park, Vorsitzender des Nationalen Komitees für Außenpolitik, Handel und Wiedervereinigung, 

der dazu aufrief, den Glauben an die Wiedervereinigung nicht zu verlieren, an das Rednerpult.

Women and Politics (CKWP).

3. Stakeholder workshop in Yanggu and Haean on the ecological development of the border 

area  

 

As a supporter of the Terreco project on agricultural and eco-system development in the inner-

Korean border area Hanns-Seidel-Foundation will co-organize a stakeholder workshop with 

excursions on June 16 to June 19, 2010, mainly organized by Bayreuth University and Gangwon 

National University and also supported by the Research Institute for Gangwon, the spatial planning 

institute in the region and a partner of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation. Sustainable development in the 

inner-Korean border area, in particular in the Eastern part of the border region, is the aim of the 

cooperation of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation Korea and Gangwon province. Therefore, Hanns-Seidel-

Foundation initiated the partnership of the government of Upper Franconia (in Bavaria at the former 

inner-German border) with Gangwon province. The ñTerrecoò-project at Bayreuth University, in 

cooperation with Gangwon National University, a partner of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation, analyses the 

eco-system around the Sohyang watershed in Haean community directly at the inner-Korean border, 

the so-called Punchbowl area famous from the Korean War. It is directed by Prof. John Tenhunen 

(Bayreuth University) and Prof. Sinyu Kang (Gangwon National University). At Bayreuth 

University currently German and Korean scientists and PhD students work together on the effects of 

agriculture on water quality in the border area. The mountainous Gangwon province is the most 

important water reservoir for Korea, in particular for Seoul metropolitan area.

2010 Japan-Korea International Forum „The Changing World Order and Japan-Korea 

cooperation” in Tokio  



 

Close cooperation with the neighbouring states China and Japan is an important precondition for 

peaceful development on the Korean Peninsula. On May 26, 2010, in the Japanese Parliament a 

workshop of Korean and Japanese politicians took place, with the aim of fostering cooperation in 

Northeast Asia, co-sponsored by the Institute for Peace Affairs (IPA) and Hanns-Seidel-Foundation 

Korea. Besides actual developments in North Korea also the rise of China and energy cooperation 

in Northeast Asia were discussed. From both Korea and Japan experienced politicians took part in 

the deliberations, from Korea the president of IPA, Kyung-Dae Hyun, Woo-Yeo Hwang, Member of 

Parliament, the president of the Institute for National Security Strategy, Song-Wook Nam, and the 

South Korean ambassador for security issues, Joo-Hong Nam. At the Japanese side, former defense 

minister Koike Yuriko took part, whose office co-organized the workshop, Masahisa Sato (MP and 

former high-ranking military officer) and former defense minister Gen Nakatani. Dr. Bernhard 

Seliger, representative of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation, at the workshop presented a plan for Northeast 

Asian energy cooperation.  

 

Political talks in Tokyo and Seminar with Koreans living in Tokyo  

 

In May 2010 the representative of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation Korea, Dr. Bernhard Seliger, held 

political talks in Tokyo. Among the topics were the actual security situation in Northeast Asia and 

the possibility of energy cooperation through concentrated solar power of desert regions. Among 

others Dr. Seliger met with the Japan Institute for International Affairs, BirdLife Tokyo, the Institute 

for Sustainable Energy Policies, the Institute for Global Environmental Strategies, the Asian 

Development Bank Institute as well as Sasakawa Peace Foundation. Also, he met the German 

Ambassador to Japan, Dr. Volker Stanzel, the Secretary-General of the German Chamber of 

Industry and Commerce in Japan, Manfred Hoffmann and Dr. Detlef Rehn, representative of  

Germany Trade and Invest. On May 27, 2010, in Tokyo a seminar for 50 Koreans living in Tokyo 

with South Korean scientists and politicians took place, where discussions focused on the actual 

situation on the Korean Peninsula as well as the role of the Koreans living in Japan for the relations 

of both countries.  

 

Study trip with the President of KINU, Dr. Jae-Jean Suh, to Germany 

 

In cooperation with the Korea Institute for National Reunification (KINU), the National Youth 

Policy Institute (NYPI) and their umbrella organization, the Research Council on Unification Policy

German Reunification and the Lessons for Korean Unificationò to Germany from May 1st-7th

Highlight of the visit was an 

extensive talk with Nam-Sik Hur, first mayor of Busan, who advertised stronger economical ties 

and cooperation with Germany, but also argued for a closer collaboration between the Hanns-

Seidel-Foundation and institutions in Busan. At his visit to the city hall, Christian Hegemer was 

accompanied by Prof. Dr. Sung-Jo Park, professor emeritus of the Free University of Berlin and a 

chair professor at Dong-A University in Busan, as well as Dr. Bernhard Seliger, representative of 

Hanns-Seidel-Foundation in Korea. After an interview with ĂKukje Shinmunñ, one of the biggest 

local newspapers, possibilities of cooperation within the field of environmental technology, for an 

instance relating to the Gobitec-project of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation, were discussed with Prof. Dr. 

Hae-Ryong Chung, head of Busan Human Resources Development Institute. At the Graduate 

School of Northeast Asian Studies of Dong-A University, partner of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation in 

questions relating to the external embedment of a peace framework for the Korean peninsula, 

Hegemer met Prof. Dr. Sang-Hee Jeong, dean of the same institute. Here he also held a well 

attended lecture about Germany and Korea as partners in development policy. The evening before, 

he already had met Nial Moores, joint founder of the NGO ñBirds Koreaò, with whom he had 

discussed current environmental politics as well as the environmental projects of Hanns-Seidel-

Foundation in the border area.

After the opening remarks by the director of Institute for Peace Affairs (IPA), Kyung-dae Hyun, and 

some introductory words by Dr. Bernhard Seliger, representative of the Hanns-Seidel-Foundation in 

Korea, Korean assemblymen Beom-gwan Lee and Young-sun Song talked about the significance of 

an active and thorough preparation of the Korean reunification as well as the possibility of learning 

from German Unification as a historic example. Minister of Unification In-taek Hyun focused his

Appointment to the newly-founded Korea DMZ Policy Forum 

 

On March, 26, 2010, a new Korea DeMilitarized Zone Policy Forum was inaugurated by the 

Ministry of Public Administration and Security (MOPAS), which has the lead role in the future 

development of the inner-Korean border area. The representative of Hanns-Seidel-Foundation 

Korea, Dr. Bernhard Seliger, is among the founding members of this consultative body, which will 

research into the political, economic, cultural and ecological development of the border region. 

Among others, the goal of a biosphere reserve along the DMZ will be promoted by the forum. The 

inauguration ceremony was opened by Vice Minister Chang-Sub Jeong, the acting head of MOPAS. 

He called for a lively and active role of the new forum. Hak-Joon Kim, president of Dong-A Ilbo, 

was elected as chairman of the forum. Sustainable development and efficient long-term resource 

management along the inner-Korean border, in particular in the divided Gangwon Province at the 

eastern end of the border area, is the aim of a focused cooperation of the Hanns-Seidel-Foundation 

in Korea with MOPAS and Gangwon Province. Therefore, Hanns-Seidel-Foundation cooperates 

with local authorities along the border like Goseong-gun and initiated and promoted a partnership 

between the government of Upper Franconia (in Bavaria in Germany, situated along the former 

inner-German border) and Gangwon Province.
